         DECLARATION OF INTEREST

TO DISCUSS AND SET THE 2021/2022 BUDGET
          All Councillors received the financial documents for the Interim Audit as at 30th September 2020 together with a copy of the 2020/21 Budget and a copy of the Draft 2021/22 Budget.

Each item on the draft budget was discussed at length under the headings of both Expenditure and Income.


During the discussion it was evident that for the year 2021/22 a substantial increase in the Precept which is to be levied on East Riding of Yorkshire Council must be made.  This will be an increase only in Gowdall Parish Council’s portion of the whole of the Annual Council Tax per household.


ERYC will set the Band D during the Cabinet meeting early in December.  Once the Parish Council receives notification of the setting of Band D, Gowdall Parish Council, in conjunction with the Budget for 2021/22 will be able to set the Precept.  This will be during the January meeting.


Each year Gowdall Parish Council has tried to raise the Precept by a minimum amount.  Unfortunately, because of an increase of costs and the decrease of interest, this cannot continue and to serve the community well the Precept will have to increase.


RESOLVED that the 2021/22 Budget, as discussed, has been accepted and approved.
