TO DISCUSS RISK ASSESSMENT OF FOOTWAYS WITHIN THE PARISH

Gowdall Parish Council are in receipt of an up to date Risk Assessment concerning the safety of the footways within the Parish.

This report will be studied and will be included within the May meeting.  A decision will be made regarding who the report should be forwarded to.  It has been noted that the National Cycle Network signs have been covered up indicating that these routes are now not suitable for cyclists.

Ward Councillors should be included when distributing information contained in the report because when a Ward Councillor asks a question of ERYC then that question must be answered within an agreed length of time.
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RESOLVED that this Risk Assessment will be forwarded to various departments to gain most impact after a further discussion.  This document should be published on the Parish Website for transparency and information.

The Parish Council’s Risk Assessment will be updated ready for the End of Year Audit.

Henry Jubb of Snaith have supplied a quotation for replacement lights for the Christmas Tree in Gowdall 2022.  The cost of supply 8 x 10m connectable black rubber led string lights, transformer and lead £241.00 + VAT £48.33

The Enforcement Officer is aware of issues on the Boot and Shoe site.
ERYC Community Governance Review - Residents present stated that it was important for Gowdall to keep its own Parish Council and not to be amalgamated with other Parish or Town Councils.

Her Majesty’s Platinum Jubilee - It was agreed that this historic event should be celebrated in some way in the Parish of Gowdall.  This matter will appear on the May agenda.  It was suggested that some decoration could adorn lamp posts within the Parish. A request for interested parties will be placed on social media.


Flood Bank - A request was made to cut steps into the flood bank as this area is very dangerous.  It was agreed that to cut into the flood bank would not be allowed but there may be some matting which could be laid to make the ground less dangerous.   

Potholes and Verges - It has been noted that there are deep ruts in the grass verges in the Parish.  Potholes and verges are causing concern.  ERYC are to be asked to take particular note of these issues during their monthly inspection in the Parish.

Road markings down Hensall Road are now an issue.

Footpath No.5 - would benefit from a layer of stone to stabilise the surface.  ERYC will be asked if they could address this situation together with the same issue on the Floodbank which would involve ER.
