 TO DISCUSS MATTERS TO BE TAKEN TO THE ENVIRONMENT AGENCY MEETING (Lower River Aire Floods)  ON 8TH JULY 2020 AND TO RECEIVE THE FLOOD WARDENS REPORT
A resident of the Parish has shown concerns on many matters regarding flood arrangements
Phil Woodall has shown concern on many matters regarding the Flood arrangements within the Parish and other related matters.  It was agreed that Mr. Woodall’s letter should be acknowledged stating that Gowdall Parish Council are addressing matters concerned in his letter and will contact Mr. Woodall again once further information is to hand.  In the meantime Councillor Boasman will be in touch with The Environment Agency once the present lockdown rules have been lifted and once clarification has been received the matter will be discussed during a later meeting.

The Flood Resilience Team has been in touch with the Flood Warden for the Parish and the completed documentation has been returned to the EA.  Councillor Boasman noted the EA require a lead Flood Warden to act as a single point of contact during a flooding event.  The Council agreed this should be Councillor Boasman as this connects the Council and Flood Warden for reports, updates and feedback to the EA.  It was agreed Councillor Boasman would discuss this with the current Flood Warden who has held this post for many years.  The changes have come about because of the local flooding at the beginning of 2020 and the Environment Agency have taken more interest in this area and are now putting an emergency plan into action.
Councillor Shears stated that she would like to be included in the meeting on 8th July and Councillor Wharvell will report back to Councillor Boasman if there are any problem areas.

A newly formed Lower Aire Team has now been formed and repairs are to be made from an emergency fund and should take place July/August 2020.

A member of the public has requested additional litter bins in the Parish.  This matter has been deferred from the May meeting.

A request has been received for the erection of a memorial bench in the Parish.


It was decided that a new memorial seat would be beneficial to the Parish, and decided we should use a similar material to that of the seat near the Yorkshire Water Works which would be maintenance free for many years.  It was also decided that terms/contract would be required between the council and the resident providing the bench.  The Clerk is to pass on the contact details of the firm who supplied the newly erected seat in the Parish.  Councillor Boasman is to look into this matter.
